Anyone wishing to
contribute new items for the craft fair or
used items in good condition for the yard
sale (no clothing) may drop them off at
the shelter the week of Nov. 16-20.

» Volunteer to help at the shelter,
foster pets in needs or help with special
events and fundraising.
